	past simple tense 


	Describe the context you will use to introduce the grammar:
	Text on a dog rescued in Alexandria

	Marker sentence(s):
	Last week, as they walked along Alexandria’s historic corniche…

	What’s the meaning/use?
Past simple is used to talk about actions completed in the past that are not directly related to present events. It emphasises completion, rather than progress.
	How will you clarify and check the meaning/use? (e.g. images, time lines, concept check questions, elicit translation to L1, use of synonyms and antonyms, go through example with ss., etc.):
I will elicit the topic of the text and when it happened (in the past). I will highlight the verb and use a time line to show clearly that it’s in the past and completed:

PAST -------------------------x-----------------------x------------->  FUTURE

                     …as they walked along…         NOW

I will then ask CCQs to check understanding:

Is this in the present or the past?   (Past)

Is it finished? (Yes)

Finally I will elicit a translation into Arabic of the marker sentence, and check to see if other students agree.

	What’s the form?
Subject   +   verb (+ed)   + object/compliment
they             walked          along Alexandria’s historic corniche
	How will you clarify the form? (e.g. elicit parts of speech, structure on board, get students to put cards in order, underlining exercise, etc.):
After getting students to underline the verb in the sentence, I will elicit the base form (walk) and elicit what has been added (ed). 


	What aspects of pronunciation will you focus on?
I will focus on the pronunciation of past tense -ed endings. I will help them to notice and produce the 3 different pronunciations: /t/, /d/, /ıd/.

	How will you clarify the pronunciation? (e.g. model and drill, elicit, show phonemics, etc.)
I will first model the example verb, eliciting from students how the ending is pronounced. I will then drill the pronunciation, first chorally then individually. I will then show the 3 endings in phonemic script, and provide examples of the other two endings (e.g. lived, visited). 


	Potential challenges for learners with the Target Language
(M = meaning; F = form; P = pronunciation):
	Suggested solution(s):

	  M
	Students may think the past simple refers to all past events and overuse it:
E.g. I walked along the Corniche when I saw my friend.
	As the students haven’t yet studied the past continuous tense, I’ll listen out for such errors and only correct if they overuse it: ‘Good, but say it like this: I was walking along the Corniche’.

	  F


	Students may forget to add ‘ed’ if they are focusing on the meaning of a sentence later in the lesson:
I work yesterday.
	I’ll emphasise the ambiguity: ‘Is it past or present?’ And prompt with a CCQ: ‘How can you make it past?’

	  P


	Students may add an extra syllable when pronouncing the ending: 
‘I walk-id along the Corniche.’
	I will repeat their pronunciation back to them, and elicit which sounds better: ‘walk-id’ or ‘walked’?
